MALAYSIA'S CONGLOMERATE EYES… LOCAL INVESTORS

Domestic investors topped the chart among 
all investors in Cambodia with a total venture 
of US$2.92 billion, followed by China with 
US$254 million, Vietnam with US$28 
million and Japan with US$25 million. 
 
The figures said some US$2.53 billion were 
invested in infrastructure, US$360 million 
in industries, US$352 million in agriculture 
and US$74 million in tourism. 
 
The Kingdom has been encouraging investments 
in agriculture, agro-industry, transport, 
energy, export-oriented processing and 
manufacturing, tourism and oil and gas.  
 

DOMINO’S AIMS 
FOR A BIGGER SLICE 
OF THE MARKET 

 
The third Domino’s Pizza branch in Cambodia 
held the grand opening this week of its newest 
branch across from the Foreign Language 
Institute of the Royal University of Phnom 
Penh. Banking on the popularity of Italian 
cuisine, the project’s shareholders plan to 
open a total of 15 branches in the country 
within the next four years. 
 
According to Domino’s Pizza International, 
this year it plans to open five stores in the 
capital and over the next two to four years 
it hopes to expand to 15 stores... The new 
stores will not be limited to the capital; 
Siem Reap, Battambang, and Sihanoukville 
all have very promising markets where we 
hope to open more stores.

Speaking during a meeting with Prime Minister

coastal area in far southwestern Cambodia's 
Koh Kong province, saying the area had 
high potential for tourism in the future. 
 

He also suggested that the Malaysian magnate 
consider investing in processing factories 
for Cambodian agricultural products, 
particularly rice and rubber. 
 
Malaysia is the fourth largest investor in 
Cambodia with the investment capital of

The Securities and Exchange Commission of 
Cambodia (SECC) has revamped the listing 
criteria, in a bid to increase the number of 
companies traded on the Cambodia Securities 
Exchange (CSX). 
 
This comes on the heels of a new regulatory 
framework for a “Growth Board” on the CSX– 
aimed at attracting small- and mid-cap 
companies – that was announced last week. 
 
The new prakas, issued on September 10 
and adopted by the SECC last week, states 
that a business with a minimum capital of 
US$7.5 million can now list on the main board 
with only two years of audited financial 
results, as compared to the three years 
required earlier. 
 
 
 
 

SECC SOFTENS 
LISTING CRITERIA 
 

According to SECC, the regulator was attempting 
to address two key challenges: easing 
requirements and matching them to those 
followed in the region. It added that some 
countries, such as Laos, had reduced the 
financial reporting requirement down to 
only one year prior to listing in order to 
attract more initial public offers (IPOs). 
 
In its earlier form, the rules stated that 
companies with capital ranging from US $2.5 

million to US$5 million had to offer 20 per 
cent of their capital on the market, whereas 
businesses with US$5 million and above were 
required to list 15 per cent of their capital. 
 
Bigger firms could consult with their IPO 
team, underwriters and the CSX to explore 
the possibility of listing on the Growth Board, 
which is meant for smaller businesses. 

Preah Khan was built on the site of Jayavarman VIIõs 

victory over the invading Chams in 1191. In its 

heyday, this was the centre of a substantial 

organisation with almost 100,000 officials and 

servants. This temple is flat in design, with a basic 

plan of successive rectangular galleries around a 

Buddhist sanctuary complicated by Hindu satellite 

temples and numerous later additions. With 

numerous trees and other vegetation growing among 

the ruins, Preah Khan has been left largely 

unrestored.  
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
